· Complete the assignments given to them* See handbook! 

*Members can be excused from a meeting by calling or emailing the advisor or another attending member prior to the meeting with the reason for his/her absence. Failure to notify the advisor or a board member prior to the meeting will result in an unexcused absence. Three unexcused absences will result in removal from the Board.

** The 3-hour requirement may be filled in the following ways:


Attending monthly meetings=  1 hour


Attending a Teen program= length of the program (typically 1 hour)


Working on special projects= the length of time spent


Planning Programs= anywhere from 3 to 10 hours

You can get more hours per month and carry them over to the next or even year. 30 hours a year is required but the more you have the better it looks on college applications and resumes!
